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Kitchen Fire Safety Facts

According to the National Fire Protection Association, the kitchen is the area of the home where most fires start.  Stoves, broilers, electrical appliances and overloaded outlets are the primary sources of for.  Unattended cooking is the number one cause of household fires.
While cooking:

· Wear tight-fitting clothes.  Loose sleeves touching hot burners may ignite quickly.

· Never leave pot holders on the stove or use the oven for storage
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· Keep pot handles turned inward and away from curious little hands.

· Clean up grease spills immediately and thoroughly.

· When cooking with oil, keep a lid nearby to cover a sudden flare-up. If a grease fire starts, put the lid on the pot where the fire starts and turn the stove off.

· Smother the fire in a pot on the stove by pouring baking soda on [image: image3.png]h
